What is a Prompt?

At its core, a prompt is simply an instruction you give to an AI tool.

It can be as simple as, “Tell me a joke,” or as detailed as, “Write a 300-word essay on the importance of recycling, including three statistics and a call to action at the end.”

Prompts are how you communicate with AI. The better your prompt, the better the response.

It’s like ordering coffee:

– “Coffee, please” gets you something basic.
– “A medium caramel latte with almond milk, no whipped cream” gets you exactly what you want.

AI works the same way. Be specific, and you’ll get specific results.



Key Elements of a Good Prompt

To craft a great prompt, focus on these essential elements:

Common Prompt Pitfalls to Avoid

Assign a Topic and a Role

Assigning a topic and a role to the AI is a powerful technique that not only clarifies your request but also ensures the AI adopts a specific mindset or approach to the task.

By giving the AI a "persona" or defining its expertise, you can achieve outputs that are more relevant, creative, and aligned with your goals.

Also, a highly effective strategy is to assign the AI both a specific topic and a role to play. This adds clarity and context to your prompts, ensuring the AI generates relevant and focused outputs. Think of it as giving the AI a job description—it knows what to do and how to approach the task. Here are some examples:

1 - Role: Travel Guide

** Prompt: “You are a travel guide. Write a 200-word description of the best attractions in Kyoto for first-time visitors.”

2 - Role: Copywriter

** Prompt: “You are an experienced copywriter. Write a persuasive product description for a new line of organic skincare products, focusing on their eco-friendly ingredients.”

3 - Role: Historian

** Prompt: “You are a historian, specialized in the history of France. summarize the key events leading to the French Revolution in a way that’s engaging for teenagers.”

***

Assigning a role not only provides structure but also allows for greater specificity in the AI’s responses. By defining a role, you help the AI adopt a perspective or set of skills that align closely with the task at hand.

For example, asking the AI to act as a travel guide for Kyoto will yield a very different response than asking it to play the role of a professional copywriter or a historian.

This technique ensures that the output not only meets your expectations in tone and style but also adapts effectively to various use cases, from creative storytelling to technical problem-solving.

You can go deep in the role assigning technic by giving the AI more details about the "character" you want it to play.

Let's take the Travel Guide role as an example. A more advanced prompt will look something like:

** Advanced prompt: "You are an expert travel guide specializing in the Asian continent, with extensive firsthand experience across all Asian countries. Your expertise is particularly strong in Japan, where you know every must-see destination, from iconic landmarks to hidden gems. You have in-depth knowledge of Japanese culture, cuisine, accommodations, transportation, and travel tips. Write a 200-word description of the best attractions in Kyoto for first-time visitors".

Break Down Complex Requests

Complex tasks often require more than one step. Instead of overwhelming the AI with a single massive prompt, break it into smaller, focused prompts. This allows you to build on the AI’s output iteratively. For example:

Task: Write a blog post on the benefits of remote work.

– Prompt 1: “List five key benefits of remote work with brief explanations.”
– Prompt 2: “Expand on each benefit into a paragraph suitable for a blog post.”
– Prompt 3: “Write an engaging introduction for a blog post on the benefits of remote work.”

Use Examples to Guide the AI

When you want the AI to mimic a certain style or format, providing examples can be incredibly helpful. For instance:

** Prompt: “Write a motivational quote about perseverance in the style of a famous author like Maya Angelou.”
** Example Added: “For example, Maya Angelou might say: ‘We may encounter many defeats, but we must not be defeated.’ Now create a similar quote about perseverance.”

This technique helps the AI better understand your expectations and reduces the need for multiple iterations.

Leverage AI’s Strengths

AI tools excel at certain tasks, such as generating creative ideas, summarizing information, or automating repetitive work. Tailor your prompts to capitalize on these strengths:

** Creative Idea Generation: “Brainstorm 10 unique themes for a wedding inspired by nature.”
** Summarization: “Summarize this 5,000-word article into a 100-word abstract.”
** Automation: “Generate 20 email subject lines for a spring sale campaign.”

By understanding what each tool is best at, and how it technically works, you’ll be able to craft prompts that maximize their capabilities and avoid common pitfalls.

Let’s start with the most famous one…



ChatGPT (Text Generation)

No need to introduce ChatGPT, I bet you all know or at least used this AI tool. This LLM (Large Language Model) is incredibly versatile, excelling in text generation tasks like writing, summarizing, and brainstorming.

Here’s how to make the most of it:

1 - Be Precise with Your Requests: As we saw on chapter 2, the more details you give ChatGPT, the better results you get. Instead of writing: “Tell me about digital marketing,” try: “Explain digital marketing strategies for small businesses, focusing on social media and email campaigns.”

2 - Use Iterative Prompts: ChatGPT is great at remembering conversation and keeping up with the information you provide in the dialogue. For example, start broad and refine: ** Initial Prompt: “Describe the benefits of renewable energy.”
** Follow-up: “Focus on the environmental benefits, using real-world examples.”

3 - Experiment with Roles: One of the great technics to use when using ChatGPT is giving it a role. Role-based prompts work wonders, and they give you more accurate results. Example: ** Prompt: “You are a professional resume writer. Create a compelling resume summary for a software engineer with 5 years of experience in AI development.”

4 - Limit Response Length: If you want a fast answer, you can specify the word count or format. You can ask ChatGPT to divide his answer into 2 or 3 paragraphs of 200 words, and the third paragraphe should have a bullet points. For example:


** Prompt: “Summarize this article in 2 paragraphs of 100 words. Use bullet points on the second ”



MidJourney (Image Generation)

Let’s move to another amazing AI tool, but now, instead of dealing with text, we’ll take a look at how to generate great images.

MidJourney specializes in creating stunning visuals from descriptive prompts. If you're new to the tool, you might feel a bit overwhelmed—especially if you're unfamiliar with design terminology.

My advice? Take some time to read through their documentation. Understanding the technical aspects of MidJourney's prompts is essential for getting the best possible results.

Once you get that, mix what you’ve learned with the following to boost your prompt game:

1 - Be Descriptive: The more details you give, the better. Otherwise, the AI tool is going to start generating random images that have nothing to do with what you’re looking for.

For example, let’s say you want an image of a beautiful sunset on the beach. Instead of writing: “Draw a sunset1”

try: “Create a vibrant sunset over a calm ocean, with hues of orange, pink, and purple, and silhouettes of palm trees2.”
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(1) MidJourney generating “Draw a sunset”
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(2) MidJourney generating the fancy “Draw a sunset”




2 - Specify Art Styles: This is where MidJourney’s documentation comes in place, you NEED to know the different styles they have, and how you can include them in your prompts. 
Is it an illustration you’re looking for? a realistic image? An anime? You get the idea. Example: 


** Prompt: “Generate a surrealist painting of a futuristic cityscape, inspired by Salvador Dalí.”

FYI: you can actually use your favorite artist as an inspiration, and MidJourney will integrate that in the generated result.

3 - Use Keywords for Composition: One thing I’ve learned, MidJourney prefers keywords over long phrases.

What I mean by this is, instead of writing: “ Generate an image of a beautiful Himalayan cat that has fluffy fur and beautiful blue eyes and is sitting by the fire taking it’s best nap (blah, blah, blah)”.

Write this: “An illustration of a Himalayan cat, blue eyes, fluffy, sitting by the fire, in a cozy position.”

I love cats, they’re cute, don’t you agree?

Voilà! It’s as simple as that.
Remember: keywords, not long phrases.

4 - Experiment with Variations: By default, MidJourney generates 4 variations of the prompt you entered.

If none of the generated variations resonate with you, don’t worry—just go back and tweak your prompts.

However, if one of the variations catches your eye but needs a few adjustments, you can easily ask MidJourney to create more variations of that specific image with just a click.

Remember, practice makes perfect!

It took me a while to truly master MidJourney and unlock its full potential. And even now, I’m often surprised by the results. The more I experiment, the more I learn—and the better I get at generating stunning, AI-powered art.



DALL·E (Image Creation)

Next we have DALL·E.

For those of you who don’t know, DALL·E is OpenAI’s version of MidJourney. It is a  great AI tool for conceptual and creative imagery.

Honestly, it’s not as powerful as MidJourney or Leonardo.ai—at least, not yet.

It lacks style and character references, but it can still surprise you with its results from time to time.

DALL·E stands out for its simplicity, though. Unlike MidJourney, it understands natural language just like ChatGPT, making it far more intuitive to use—no need to memorize complex parameters or technical jargon.

Here are some tips to better use DALL·E:

1 - Use Action-Oriented, Clear Prompts: It’s simple… be clear.

Just use what you’ve learned with ChatGPT prompts: Be clear, be precise, and give it the slightest details you want to have in the generated image. Otherwise, it’ll improvise, and you probably won't like the results.

** Example: “Design a whimsical illustration of a cat wearing a spacesuit, floating in zero gravity.”
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The normal prompt
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I added “Realistic” before illustration




2 - Combine Ideas: DALL·E is excellent at merging seemingly unrelated concepts into cohesive, imaginative visuals. Instead of prompting it with a single object or theme, try combining two or more elements to get unique and unexpected results.

For example, if you want a futuristic cityscape, don't just say "A futuristic city". Instead, mix in elements like steampunk, cyberpunk, or historical references to get a more dynamic composition.

** Example: “A steampunk-inspired airship flying over a futuristic city, in the style of digital concept art.”

3 - Provide Context: DALL·E (or any other AI image generator) performs best when you provide context about the story, purpose, or setting of the image. Instead of just describing objects, explain the scene or its intended use.

For example, if you need an illustration for a children’s book cover, adding details about the mood, audience, and color palette will result in a more tailored image.

** Example: “Illustrate a children’s book cover featuring a magical forest with glowing mushrooms and a friendly dragon.”



Jasper AI (Content Writing and SEO)

Jasper AI is a powerful tool for content creators, especially those focusing on marketing, blogging, and SEO-driven writing. To make the most of Jasper AI, follow these strategies:

With the right prompt, Jasper AI can become your digital co-writer, helping you produce well-structured, SEO-friendly articles that resonate with your audience and boost your online visibility—whether for your blog, business, or company.


** Prompt: “Write a 1000-word blog post about the benefits of using solar energy, optimized for the keyword 'affordable solar panels,' with three subheadings and a call-to-action at the end.”
