How to Protect Your Privacy:
Check your settings, many devices allow you to delete voice recordings.
Mute your voice assistant when not in use.
Be careful what personal details you say out loud when AI devices are active.

While AI is designed to help, not spy, it’s always good to take precautions to protect your privacy.



How to Use AI Responsibly

AI is a powerful tool, but like any tool, it should be used wisely. Here are some simple do’s and don’ts to make sure you’re using AI in a helpful and ethical way.

DO: Use AI to Learn and Grow

AI is great for learning, whether you want to pick up a new skill, get quick explanations, or even practice a new language.

Example Prompts:

	“Teach me 5 words in Italian.” 
	“Give me a simple explanation of how the stock market works.” 
	“Help me create a daily exercise routine.”

DON’T: Use AI to Cheat or Spread False Information

Some people use AI to cheat on tests, copy answers, or spread misinformation. This is an irresponsible use of AI.

Example:
If a student uses AI to write an entire essay without reading it or adding their own thoughts, they aren’t actually learning.

Better Way: Use AI for guidance, but write in your own words.



DO: Double-Check AI’s Answers

AI isn’t always right. Before using AI-generated information, check reliable sources.

Example Prompt:
"What are the symptoms of high blood pressure?"

Instead of trusting AI without verification, check health websites or talk to a doctor.
