	Avoid ambiguities: Keep the prompt free from vague terms or unnecessary jargon that could confuse the AI. 
	Focus on the essentials: Limit the information to the key points to avoid overwhelming the AI with unnecessary details. 
	Use positive phrasing: Avoid "not" or "no" as positive instructions are often understood more clearly (e.g., "Use short sentences" instead of "Avoid long sentences"). 
	Add context: If the text is intended for a specific platform like social media or email, mention it to adjust the format.

In October 2024, these Overviews were launched in over 100 countries, providing access to more than one billion users monthly (source).
 


3. LLM-Based Search

Improvement: ChatGPT has seen over 180.5 million monthly active users (source), and more and more are using large language models (LLMs) like ChatGPT directly for their research, rather than entering traditional search queries on Google. These AI models provide answers in natural language and can compile detailed information and precise answers from various sources. As a result, LLM-based search often complements traditional search engines and changes how users access information.


3.5. How Users Find You Online, from Google to ChatGPT

In summary, the developments in generative search engine optimization and AI-based search are promising, but they do not render all traditional SEO methods obsolete. Rather, these new technologies offer an exciting opportunity to expand and improve existing strategies. We show how AI can be used effectively to keep up with current trends and increase content visibility in an increasingly AI-driven digital landscape:
